ABOUT US
Established in 1917, Pangbourne College is a small, independent boarding and day school with a unique 
history and a bright future. 
 
Sir Thomas Lane Devitt founded Pangbourne College as ‘The Nautical College, Pangbourne’ with a 
vision to train boys to become Merchant Navy officers. Whilst this was the primary purpose of the 
school, he and his son Sir Philip Devitt were also committed to providing a well-rounded education 
for the boys to enable them to pursue other career options.

In 1969, the College adopted the name it has today and shifted its focus to academic progress. 
The captain superintendent was replaced with a civilian headmaster to reflect this, and in 1996 the 
College became co-educational. 

With our links to the Navy, some ceremonial traditions still survive. Pupils wear the Naval Number 2 
uniform as their day-to-day uniform, and rooms within the College still bear distinctly naval names 
(e.g. ‘divisions’ for houses, ‘cabins’ for pupils’ rooms, and ‘Mess Hall’ for the dining hall). A tradition of 
parading and the ceremonial still exists as a weekly practice, plus six ‘College Sundays’ per year. The 
aim being to provide pupils with the chance to learn teamwork, leadership, performance, confidence, 
time management and community spirit.

The College underwent a full inspection by the Independent Schools’ Inspectorate (ISI) in November 
2019 and was judged ‘excellent’, the highest possible grading. Inspectors noted the quality of 
educational and other achievements, and the high quality of pupils’ personal development. 

The bulk of our leavers go to university, with many going to Russell Group universities and the 
remainder into other universities, foundation courses, apprenticeships and work. We have a strong 
tradition of getting most (at least 75%) of our Sixth Form leavers into their firm choice higher 
education institution.

THE PANGBOURNIAN SOCIETY
The Head of Development is responsible for leading and managing fundraising and alumni engagement 
across the College’s community. Pangbourne College has been preparing to embark on the biggest 
fundraising campaign in our 105 year history. Following a feasibility study, a strategy has been 
identified which aims to deliver a step change in philanthropic income. 

This will be used to fund an ambitious programme of bursarial support and capital development. 
Key stakeholders include, in particular, the Old Pangbournian Society (OP Society), the Pangbourne 
Parents’ Association (PPA), and the Parents of Old Pangbournians (POPs).

The ‘Pangbournian Society’ is a community for all Pangbournians, with activities coordinated by 
several volunteer groups: the Old Pangbournian Society, the Pangbourne Parents’ Association, and the 
Parents of Old Pangbournians. 
 
The society upholds the following mission:

‘The Pangboournian Society is the focus and means by which all Pangbournians can maintain their link 
with the College and with each other, in the UK and around the world. The society exists to support 
both the College and all Pangbournians past and present. The society works together with the 
governors and the Head to ensure the continuing success and prosperity of the College.’

Old Pangbournian Society (OP Society)
The Old Pangbournian Society keeps our alumni - known as Old Pangbournians (OPs) - in touch with 
each other and the College as a whole. It upholds and supports Pangbourne’s ethos and traditions 
through undertaking a number of initiatives, whether academic, sporting, cultural or social.



Every pupil becomes a member of the OP Society on their graduation. Membership is free, and OPs 
receive the annual Pangbournian magazine, regular email newsletters, and invitations to various 
events. A voluntary committee elected at an annual general meeting manages the society, and all OPs 
may stand for election.

Pangbourne Parents’ Association (PPA)
The PPA is a voluntary organisation which raises funds for projects at the College, whilst providing 
social opportunities for parents of pupils. All parents are automatically part of this association at no 
cost whilst their children are at Pangbourne. The committee holds meetings once every Half Term, 
which all parents are welcome to join.

Parents of Old Pangbournians (POPs)
All parents whose children have left the College are warmly welcomed to continue participating in 
community events for as long as they wish.

POPs receive a termly newsletter via email, along with the Ensign magazine twice a year. They will 
also receive invites to events at the College, with some, such as the Remembrance Sunday Lunch, 
being organised specifically for POPs.

Application Process

References

If you are or have been employed within a school, then one reference must be from the Head of your 
current school, or the last school at which you worked. In all
circumstances the information given should be for the Head or HR Department. Neither referee 
should be a relative or someone known to you solely as a friend.

Shortlisted applicants are advised that references will be taken up prior to interview unless you ask 
us not to.
